Health & Hospitals

Our Research Guides list some of the most useful, 
interesting and unique items in Local and Family History 
at Leeds Central Library. Many others are listed in our 
online and card catalogues. 

Please note: Items marked * require ID to view.

General Resources 
Trade directories – These give the names and addresses of local hospitals, 
maternity homes, charitable societies and Poor Law Unions. Key members 
of staff are often given as well.
Newspapers – We hold a large collection of local newspapers on microfilm 
for research purposes. 19th century editions of the Leeds Mercury and other 
regional newspapers can be accessed online with your Leeds library card: 
www.leeds.gov.uk/onlineresources. 
Old photographs – Our photographic archive, Leodis (www.leodis.net), has 
images of past and present hospitals. High Royds and Killingbeck Hospitals 
are particularly well documented. It also has extensive images of the sewer 
network in Leeds.
Ancestry.com – Access to England and Wales Census Records 1841-1921. 
These records list hospitals and workhouses as well as individual family 
homes. Ancestry.com is free to access in all Leeds Libraries.
Card Catalogue – Not all items are on the online catalogue 
(https://leeds.ent.sirsidynix.net.uk/) so please combine an online search 
with the card catalogue. Keywords to look up in the card catalogue include 
‘hygiene’, ‘poor’, ‘societies’, ‘Leeds City Council’ ‘housing’ and ‘hospitals’.
Other Sources 
The West Yorkshire Archive Service (https://www.wyjs.org.uk/archive-
service/) and Thackray Museum of Medicine 
(https://thackraymuseum.co.uk/) may also hold documents of interest. 
Please be aware that there may be some restrictions regarding any patient 
records.
